3. Provide a‘brief description of the proposed activity and stream impact.
Mayo Resources, Inc. (Mayo) proposes to develop a minin operation along Laurel Creek and its
tributaries in Lawrence County, KY. Laurel Creek is a tributary of Rockcastle Creek of the Tug Fork of
the Big Sandy River. Mayo proposes to recover the Broas, Upper Peach Orchard, Middle Peach
Orchard, and Lower Peach Orchard coal reserves within the project area (refer to the attached Milo
USGS 7.5' quadrangle).

The activities associated with the project are limited to /mining through jurisdictional waters and the
construction of four hollow fills, eight in-channel ponds, three reclamation areas and five drainage
corridors. Mayo will use two existing hollow fills and one existing in-channel embankment pond.
In order to mitigate for the impacts to jurisdictional waters associated with this project, May proposes to
submit in-lieu fees in the amount of $4,062,289.97 to the Stream Restoration and Enhancement
Program, which is administered by the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources.
