Develop a 540-acre surface/underground mining operation in Ohio County, south
of KY69 and west of KY85 and US62. The project will impact 7221° of
intermittent and 19859¢ of ephemeral stream. Stream impacts occur in watersheds
less than 480 acres. There will also be impacts to a total of 13.757 acres of
wetlands and 0.735 acres of other waters (ponds). It is proposed to use eight
existing ponds (12.351 total acres) as permanent sediment basins. This site
