3. Provide a brief description of the proposed activity and stream impact.
Laurel Mountain Resources LLC proposes to develop a mining operation along Frasure Branch of Mud
Creek in Floyd County, KY. The operation will recover the Elkhorn 1, Elkhorn 2, Elkhorn 3, Elkhorn 3
Rider, Amburgy, Whitesburg 2, Whitesburg 1, Fireclay, and Taylor coal reserves within the project
area. The proposed mining operation is being permitting as KDNR Permit No. 836-0381. In addition
to the proposed mining, LMR is forming a partnership with the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet to
construct a portion of Kentucky Route 680. This portion of the road is referred to as the Minnie-Harold

Connector.

The activities associated with this operation are limited to the construction of one hollow fill (HF 2),
one pond (Pond 2) and mining through jurisdictional waters. Additionally, LRM will construct two
additional fills and one dugout outside of jurisdictional waters.

In order to offset impacts to jurisdictional waters LMR will submit an in-lieu fee payment to the
Kentucky Stream and Wetland Restoration fund.
