Rust Mining has proposed a surface mining operation on a roximatel
142 acres west of Prentiss, Kentucky off of Cool Springs Road. The project will
result in the placement of fill materials into 3,745 feet of jurisdictional ephemeral

channel. Measures were taken during the planning process to avoid over 5,700

feet of intermittent and ephemeral stream channel as well as all eight wetlands on

site (1.48 acres). All jurisdictional streams impacted will be mitigated in-kind and
onsite to restore the water resources’ functionality to pre-mining
conditions.
